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The EMS Committee met on October 22, 2008 at 11:00 AM in the CPMRU Conference Room. T. Snipes,
L Marshall, P. Timper, T. Hendricks, R. Hornbuckle, K. Marchant, T. Maze, and J. Merriman were the
committee members in attendance.

The committee members were informed that the Annual Management Review has been completed and
signed by the Location Coordinator. | was happy to report that we achieved all goals that were set for the
FYO08 year. The Annual Management Review is available on the Tifton EMS webpage. One target for the
FYO08 year, in part, required participation in the Federal Electronics Challenge (FEC). The FEC functions
on the calendar year. At the end of 2008, all data will be submitted to the FEC for consideration for an
award for the location. The 2008 EMS Scorecard Metrics have already been submitted to the Area Office
as well.

T. Maze informed us that the new version of CATS has more user fields than the old version. One user
field has been set up specifically for “green” purchases. The Electronics Directive, TIF-EP-05, will need to
be revised to include the new instructions for entering data into the CATS system.

We discussed possible topics for the next edition of the EMS Newsletter, The Green Gazette. P. Timper
agreed to write the next newsletter that would be due out toward the end of the year. The newsletter will
include, as one of the topics, the targets set for the new year. Any other ideas for the newsletter should
be emailed to P. Timper for consideration.

We are faced again with choosing targets for the new fiscal year. We will continue enrollment in the FEC
and address another life-cycle phases for electronics. It was also suggested that we make it a target to
replace all mercury thermostats found in the recent survey of federal buildings.

Since drafting the electronics and transportation directives, in Standard Operating Procedure (SOP)
format, it has been decided to revisit the other Environmental Procedures (EP) that have already been
completed and write more specific instructions for each of these. These include Hazardous Waste
Management, Universal Waste, e-Cycling, Recycling, etc. The EP’s that exist now are in “flyer” format
and will be attached to the new SOP documents as they are created. This will provide specific
instructions on what to do, which forms should be filled out, and who to contact.

We briefly discussed EMS training for FY09. Beth Anderson presented the training last year and will be
contacted to see if she is available to provide training for us again. It was suggested that specific training
be given on the new electronics directive and transportation directives.

The next meeting of the Location EMS Committee will be scheduled tentatively for early December 2008.
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
