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Universal waste regulations streamline collection 
requirements for certain hazardous wastes into the 
following categories:  
  

 Batteries 
 Pesticides  
 Mercury-Containing Thermostats 
  Lamps  

  
The items listed above should never be put into the 
trash, but should be collected until a pickup is 
scheduled.
